EXTRA POINTS ASSIGNMENT

The Extra Points Assignment is not mandatory, and if completed, no less than three or more than five points will be added to the Final Examination grade of participants.   

Participating students may determine the composition of their own groups.  A single “group” is discouraged, but is not unacceptable.  Individuals would have to complete the assignment by themselves and forfeit the group participation point.  (An idea might be to maintain lab groups which are already set up and have a good working relationships).  It might be prudent to check with group members about their individual topic in order to avoid repetition before the assignment is due.  Please submit group members’ names as soon as possible.   

The parameters for completing the assignment are as follows:
	
	For three (3) points:	1point 	Participate in a group discussion (sharing your topic with group members)
				1 point	Complete the Group-Study Worksheet (provided)
				1 point 	Submit a brief summary on your individual topic.  (The brief summary may 
				               be used in the oral presentation).

	For two (2) points:	2 points Present a brief oral presentation to the entire class focusing on your 
   					 particular topic.  (The oral presentation need only be three to five minutes in 
					 length).  

	The entire Extra Points Assignment is due at the end of class on Saturday, May 9, 2015.
